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MISSION

Around the Coyote supports, promotes and makes accessible
Chicago's multidisciplinary arts community. Our activities
enhance public discourse and provide creative outlets for
emerging artists. Year-round programming includes multi-
media arts festivals featuring visual art, theater, dance, video
and poetry in the spring and fall; art exhibitions in the Around
the Coyote gallery; an artist-in-residence program; membership
opportunities for artists and art aficionados; educational
outreach for all ages through multi-media art workshops,
lectures, collaborations with local schools and agencies, and
career development workshops for artists.

FESTIVAL FOCUS

The focus of the Fall Arts Festival is on new and emerging
artists. We hope to provide access for the Chicago community
to see the work of these often under-exhibited artists. This
festival will be curated by guest curators and our staff. Not every
artist who applies can be admitted, so please send a profes-
sional application representing your best new work. If you will
be submitting work that requires specific technical requirements
for display please note these on the back of the application form
so that we can take these into consideration when placing you
in a venue. Please note that every exhibiting artist will receive
the same amount of exhibiting space, no exceptions.

REIMBURSEMENT POLICY

The Application Fee is non-refundable. The Application Fee will
not be returned if the artist is admitted and subsequently drops
out of the festival. The Application fee will not be returned even
if the artist in not chosen to participate in the festival. This is a
curated festival, and some applicants will be turned away. Any
overpayments will be considered donations to our arts and
education programming. Thank you.

BEST NEW ARTIST AWARD

One deserving artist will be selected by Around the Coyote staff
and our guest curator as the most promising new artist of 2009
and will be awarded $2,000 to be used, as the artist sees fit, in
furtherance of that artist's art practice. Every submitting artist
will be considered for the cash award. The prize will be awarded
based on the quality and progressiveness of the artist's work
and the professionalism of their application.

ELIGIBILITY OF ARTISTS

Around the Coyote Arts Festival is open to all artists regardless
of race, color, religion, national origin, gender, age, military
status, sexual orientation, marital status, physical or mental
disability or residency. We accept work from artists living and
working in any location on the earth, but the artist must be
present at the festival.

We require that all works submitted be original fine art created
by the submitting artist. Artists may not share or sublet their
space. No crafts please. Around the Coyote defines crafts as
including, but not limited to, jewelry and functional items.The
Around the Coyote administration reserves the right to
remove work at any time if it is determined not to be original
fine art created by the submitting artist.

FESTIVAL LOCATION

The Around the Coyote Fall 2009 Arts Festival will be taking place
at Plumbers Hall, located at 1340 W Washington in the West Loop.
Plumbers Hall will house the entire festival under one roof, allow-
ing all disciplines greater access to a larger audience.

FEES

In order to make our festivals accessible to all artists, we have
changed our fee structure.

The application fee is now $20.

Upon acceptance an exhibition fee of $100 is due from all
artists participating in the festival. Notification of acceptance
will occur on July1, on our website www.aroundthecoyote.org

USE OF IMAGES

All artwork submitted for inclusion in Around the Coyote may
be used in promotional print and press materials.

CURATOR’S CHOICE

The participants chosen for this honor will be designated a
"Curator’s Choice" artist in our schedule and catalog, and wiill
be the guests-of-honor at the opening party on October 16th.

All digital images submitted with your application will be
reviewed by our guest curator; therefore, all submitted images
should be representative of work that will be exhibited at the
festival. Our Curator will only be looking through digital images
for the Curator’s Choice review so any work submitted on slides
will not be considered. If your work is performative or time
based, including video and film installation work, please
submit digital still images for review along with a written
description of the piece. You will be contacted if the Curator
would like to see further samples.

ARTIST PLACEMENT

Artists will each be given a triangular booth space that mea-
sures 8 long x 9" wide x 4’ deep (see application cover sheet for
diagram) and are expected to be at their booth throughout the
festival. Artists may request placement next to another artist.
The ATC staff will do their best to honor placement requests.
