Austria, 2001 - 5.00min
Through the selective presentation of individual perception Pool_2 points out the emotional tensions of an arranged stress situation. The visual level is similar to the language of "first person" computer games. From the cameras` point of view we see a swimming pool located in a basement without windows. Typically are both, the cool architecture and the ups and downs of camera movements. Holba was the winner of this year´s transmediale award in the competition section Image (ex aequo).

Matt Hulse (uk)

Hotel Central

UK, 2000 - 11.00 min
"Hotel Central' was created through a process of close collaboration between the director, the performer and the crew. There was no script. Accidents were welcomed as important tools for production, as were found objects and chance locations.

Surrealist film maker Luis Bunuel called this open-ended, intuitive process 'conscious psychic automation' and as a modus operandi it was followed right through to the final cut. The eccentric result does not attempt to narrate a dream, but exploits the same kind of mechanisms that dreams utilize. Simon Field, Director of the Rotterdam Film Festival, picked 'Hotel Central' as his favourite film of 2000, describing it as being 'in the twilight zone between art and cinema' and the director Matt Hulse as one who 'makes images like Stockhausen makes music'. Hulse is perhaps more practical about it. "Why impose the tired old three act narrative structure on yourself? Fill a car with cameras, friends, good music and just start driving. You have to let the film in, give it space and time. Let it sing."

Matt Hulse graduated with a First Class in Fine Art from Reading University in 1991. He consolidated his skills with a PG Diploma in Electronic Imaging at the Duncan of Jordanstone College, Dundee. He graduated with a Commendation and the Lord Armistead Prize ('outstanding work and collaboration with other students'). He has been working as animator, sound designer, director, writer and a lecturer at various colleges and universities. Early in 2001 he became the recipient of a Creative Scotland Award which is allowing him to develop a feature length screenplay based on the journal of Scots deaf-mute James Duthie. Matt currently lives in Edinburgh. 

Shawn Chapelle, Heather Frise (us, ca)
Objects are larger than they appear
Canada, 2001 - 5.00 min

In this first-time collaboration between Chappelle and Frise, saturated colour Super 8 from a road trip 

to Mexico was creatively cutted to a collage of ostensible memorized images. A diary off-voice ponders about travel companions and leaving home in order to find it again.

She has made several video documentaries, including Military Girls, Elegant Touch, My Mother's Father and The Road Stops Here: The Walbran Valley ( first prize winner at the 11th Environmental Film Festival of Szbajac, Hungary). Most recently she has worked as a video instructor at the Gulf Islands Film and Television School, on Galiano Island, Canada. 

David Leister, Guy Moss (uk)

Ritual Tendencies

UK, 2000 - 8.00 min

Ritual Tendencies, filmmaker David Leister´s collaborative project with scientist Guy Moss, is an analysis of 16mm home movie footage where the subjects are members of the filmmakers own family, covering three generations. The original “ritual” is a backyard gathering, in the middle American suburbs of Wisconsin. Returning to the original site, the filmmaker records on film a repetition of the days’ activitities over 30 years later, which emphasises how information, both cultural and genetic, is handed down from generation to generation. By combining the original film and sound with contemporary footage, Ritual Tendencies becomes a unique experimental home movie with it´s observations of family behaviour and relationships.

David Leister
David Leister is a film-maker and performance artist who has lived and worked in London since 1979. Taking references from a photographic background, his films function on a highly visual level, while at the same time providing a vehicle for musical illustration. David Leister´s “Kino Club”, established in 1987, has been widely acknowledged as a pioneering platform for film and improvised music. He has been an active member of the London Film-Makers´ Co-op (now LUX Centre) since 1984. His films have been screened widely in the UK, Europe, North America and his work has attracted funding from the Arts Council of England. 

Laurent Vicente, Thomas Bernardet (fr)

Les Doubres
France, 2001 - 2.30 min
Les doubres, part of a dance project of Laurent Vicente and Thomas Bernardet, shows Vicentes interest in sub-cultural processes. There are two performers skateboarding in an urban space - without skateboard. The video can be seen as an attempt to demonstrate the power of subcultural processes and reflect on how subculture penetrates culture. At this year´s transmediale media art festival Vicente 

and Bernardet received a honorary mention for “Les Doubres”.

Le Doubre

France, 2001 - 1.30 min
As well as the honorary mentioned (transmediale.02, competition section Image)  „Les Doubres“, “Le Doubre” shows by the decontextualisation of skateboarding a penetration of culture through subculture. The protagonist skates his flat and redefines the objects of the living space for the moment.

Laurent Vicente

Archiskate

France/USA, 2001 - 5.00 min
The urban environment of New York is the surface of a peculiar fingerskating-experiment. You see a hand, symbolizing a skateboard, which moves over certain buildings as e.g. the Guggenheim Museum and other urban venues. By analogy to the skating hand you hear the special sounds charakterizing a skateboard. Through this effect Vicente changes the perception of a city on the geographical-dimensional as well as on the cultural level.

The video features the gathering of the young people and their performances including the music by the hottest local DJ Tommy, personal quotations over the images emphasize the importance and identity-giving moment of such a scene in a metropolis like Hong Kong.

4 Vertigo
USA, 2000 - 9.00 min

In this work, Alfred Hitchcock's 128- minute film Vertigo has been condensed at the rate frame every two seconds. The condensed film was then duplicated four times, shifting the horizontal or vertical orientation of the frame with each duplication. The four films were then reassembled frame by frame, generating a stuttering kaleidoscopic montage where oedipal narratives of desire and obsession are shifted and displaced.

Les LeVeque lives in New York City. Over the last decade he has produced a number of videos and video installations that explore the cultural implications of technological change. Recently he has been making short videos and video installations that transform Hollywood movies into visual psychedelia. His works have been selected for international video festivals and included in-group exhibitions, including the 2000 Whitney Biennial.

This experimental film uses unique video techniques. It conveys the artists´ impression of a dragon by using visual manifestations of electric oscillations. The piece features itself through its highly poetic evocation and virtuoso integration of image and sound.

Naturaleza Muerta (Still Life)

Spane, 2001 - 4.25 min

Referring to Spanish still life painters as Juan Sanchez Cotan or Valdes Leal, “Naturaleza Muerta (Still Life)” is an anatomical and psychological study of a dead lizard floating on a pond. It is an artistic attempt, to capture the time before “the unfathomable pond swallows us up”, to come closer to death pulsion through the slowdown and indifferenciation of images, to feel “memory of a stone buried amongst nettles” for some moments, meanwhile the sounds of water and its gleams bring the echoes 

of a mythic time in which all is balance and immobility.

In “Sound Effects of Death & Disaster” the protagonist employs a series of violence-related sound effects that are part of image and sound editing programs to perform inventive and original scetches and dance performances.
