The Ecole supérieure d’art of Aix en Provence trains artists and creators, professionals of high qualification level, to lead them to the heart of the contemporary artistic reality and to the creation industry. In this way, it pursues the general mission of higher education assigned to art schools under the educational supervision of the Ministry for the Arts. But it also plays a determining role in the cultural life of Aix trough its actions of diffusion and its awareness campaigns to contemporary creation. The school distinguishes itself however trough its educational project, strongly turned onto transdisciplinarity, interculturality and electronic arts. The intercultural dynamics find expression in a students’ and teachers’ recruitment spread over the whole world. Foreign artists and searchers are frequently host in residence. They are always involved in educational methods. Within the framework of intercultural exchanges, students, teachers and artists from Algeria, Canada, China, the United States, Morocco, Pakistan, and many other countries penetrate the school life. Inversely, students from the school are encouraged to go abroad, in foreign school arts and universities. 

The Ecole supérieure d’art of Aix-en-Provence takes actively part in the life of the city. Open workshops allow everybody, adults, children, to develop an artistic practice. Its teachers contribute to outside workshops for children. In co-operation with associations, the Ecole supérieure d’art gets under way innovative processes, in particular toward neighbourhoods and rural areas.
