AARS! Eine filmische Lesung
Aaars! Is a cinematic reading. The film material for this silent documentary movie was taken from several rehearsals and some performances of the play Aars! directed by Luk Perceval, it was combined with the live dubbing of four actors and the music of DJ Eavesdropper. Perceval and his co-author Peter Verhelst call Aars! an anatomic study of the “Orestea” by Aeschylus. Aars! describes the nightmare of a family, it is a dreadful condensed version of a family catastrophy, an explosion of hatred, greed and violence. It shows a world which has been dragged down by its own exesses. The gods have disappeared, they have been replaced by an utopia, which is carried out to an extreme consequence: sex, violence and incest – “ a beautiful metaphor for a self-degenerating society”, says the author P.Verhelst.
